Coaching Report 2011
There has been considerable activity in the coaching area this year.  A series of six coaching sessions, run by the State team members and accredited coaches was held every fortnight for 6 weeks in the Spring for squad members.  This was well attended.  Liz and Bruce Flemming were invited to conduct a weekend coaching clinic for the State team, squad and invited players in November.  Again this was well attended and those who attended were left with practice routines and plenty to digest and think about over the remainder of the season.  In February David Wise conducted a workshop for Div. 3 & 4 players at Sandy Bay and those who were there received encouragement and plenty of instruction.  
Clubs continued to hold Adult Education classes and Come and Try days to recruit new members.  Of some concern is the lack of players willing to train as coaches and become accredited - no new Level 1 coaches have been registered for several years and some of our current coaches have retired from active coaching.  The last appeal for more interest resulted in one new Beginner coach!
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
