The Golf Croquet Pennant was played in two split rounds 1 in September and 1 in February. All clubs entered two teams with a total of 42 players involved over the two rounds. 

Entries were disappointing in the Championship Event with only 2 players in A grade, 4 in B grade, 3 in C grade and 3 in the Novice Event.

The Knockout Handicap Tournament (Singles and Doubles ) and the Hi Lo were both held in April and again although fields were small the competitions were keenly contested.

Congratulations to all winners (see attached list) and to all who participated. Hopefully with the extra lawns being available we will be able to streamline our competitions and maybe attract more entrants.

We were saddened to hear that immediate past treasurer Barbara Williamson lost her battle with ill health and condolences were passed on to her family and playing colleagues.

The year was dominated by the establishment of The Northern Tasmanian Croquet Centre .The vision and perseverance of Ian Scott, his hardworking Committee and the Launceston City Council saw a vacant piece of grass turned into six croquet lawns in the space of 6 months. As the second biggest croquet complex in Australia it is certainly an achievement to be proud of and it will greatly help the organisation of future NRCC & TCA Competitions.

I look forward to welcoming delegates from the newly formed St Leonards Croquet Club to our Committee and thank all members of this years committee for their hard work in the organisation and promotion of Croquet Competitions.
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
