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This year saw a full programme of competitions fitted in to the calender with two National Association Croquet tournaments fitted in over nineteen days of the year.
Individual competition reports will detail relevant facts on those events and do not need to be repeated here.
Of note from the events held has been the success of hosting clubs organising the draw and dates of play of their sections of such tournaments as the Medals and events in the Tas. Championships.
Numbers of participating players in most events would appear to be at a normal level with some increase in the Tas Open, going from 66 to 74 entries.
With the development of the six lawn complex at St. Leonards in the north of the State the programming of venues should now include those lawns, with an ideal opportunity to make events such as State Championships , Open singles, and Gold medal into entertaining tournaments. 
I must pay tribute to the work Peggy Roberts does as Competitions Secretary, with getting entry details for each competition out to clubs on time and then receiving and collating the entries so that draws can be done and events run successfully. Peggy has held the position foe eight years and is to be thanked for her efforts.  I must also thank TCA Secretary Graeme Denehey for his knowledge and advice in the work which the Committee must do.
