REFEREEING REPORT TO SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING May 2011
As at the end of April 2011 we have registered 31 Association Referees and  15 Umpires. 
Unfortunately, the number of referees actually available is less than because of health issues or being temporarily away from the State
During the last year two more members of the State Association team did the necessary tests and became Referees 
I note that some Clubs have very few referees or umpires and this makes it difficult to efficiently run competition events
Referees and umpires are reminded they   need to attend updating referee seminars to retain their accreditation. To this end I ran seminars in both the North and South which were well attended. 
I am pleased to report that refereeing at the two ACA events held in Tasmania during the season went off without any real  problems. A big thank you to Michael McCarthy and the Club Venue Managers who were able to organise this aspect
The new international and national refereeing guidelines came into force for the latter event. In particular the role and powers of the “inactive Referee” caused considerable discussion. There is to be a National   Refereeing seminar in Brisbane later in the year and no doubt  this will be on the agenda. 
I recommend that for our local Tasmanian and Club events (at least for B and C grade we continue to use “Supervisory Referees”.

Golf croquet is continuing to grow in Tasmania as in the rest of Australia. In the South as a result of the ruling in respect of pennants we now have 15 Golf croquet Referees which is a big improvement on last year. We do need more in the North of the State  
 I have available test papers for both Association and Golf Croquet for players interested in obtaining accreditation.
.The current Laws books are available  from myself for both Association ($5) and Golf Croquet ($4). I recommend Clubs encourage member to obtain these books and also run laws classed for their members.

I would again remind clubs of the necessity to encourage players to study the laws and become accredited as umpires or referees. 
In conclusion I would like to thank all referees and umpires for their support.
